Day 1

This afternoon we visit the Alsina and Paredes Glacier before crossing Kirke Narrowness. Tonight we will have a Captain's farewell party with
dinner and dancing.

Friday
This morning we return to Puerto Natales and disembark the M/V Skorpios by 9:30 AM.
