Day 1
Tuesday
Upon arrival in Quito, transfer to your hotel.

Day 2

Wednesday

Full Day Colonial Quito Tour & the Equator The tour begins with a visit to Independence Square, where the Presidential Palace, the Cathedral
and El Sagrario Church are located. We will also visit the Church of La Compafiia (1605), with its amazing gilt altars. This is considered the finest
example of baroque art in America and the Moorish influence can also be noted in the intricate designs carved on the magnificent red-and-gold
columns and ceilings. Afterward we will take you to the church and monastery of San Francisco (1535). This is the oldest Ecuadorian church,
and the main altar inside is a spectacular example of baroque carving. There is also a fine collection of artwork, including paintings, sculpture
and furniture dating back to the 16th century. Finally we will drive up to the highest viewpoint of the city, El Panecillo, where we will have a
spectacular view of Quito and the opportunity to see an old church with the famous "winged virgin" of Quito. After visiting the colonial and
modern areas of the city, a 30-minute drive will take us to La Mitad del Mundo (the Middle of the World) with its 30-meter-high monument
marking the equatorial line and excellent ethnographical museum.

Transfer to the airport to take the flight to the Galapagos. Morning flight from Quito to Baltra Airport in the Galapagos. You will be received at
the airport by our guides and then taken to the pier to join the M/V Galapagos Legend.
