Itinerary

Day 1
Upon arrival in Buenos Aires, transfer to your hotel. In the early evening, we depart for one of the city’s finest Wine-Bars, where we will get 



introduced to the Malbecs and Torrontes, Argentina’s most distinctive wines. Dinner at “La Caballeriza” steak house, by the bustling waterfront 
(included).

Day 2
After breakfast, we will have a morning city tour of Buenos Aires, visiting the Historic Neighborhood of San Telmo, the art district with its Artisan 
& antiques fair at Dorrego Square. From there, we will head to Plaza de Mayo (Main Square), and the exclusive Barrio of Recoleta, famous 
both for its cafés and its fancy elaborated cemetery of the Argentine aristocracy. We will get some time for lunch at the square and the afternoon 
at leisure. Early evening stop at La Cava del Querandí – Wine Club to sample premium wines of Argentina’s different wine regions. Return to the 
hotel for some time before we go for a Tango evening gala . Try a few steps yourself, and enjoy the art of superb musicians & dancers (Dinner 
is included). Note: Cava del Querandi is open only on weekdays.
